4 on 4 Co-ed Beach Volleyball Challenge
Rules of Play

Who is eligible to play:  Adults and any person who is currently on a High School volleyball team that is age 16 and older. (Must provide HS team name when registering).  
Level of Play:  This program is NOT for beginners.  You must have well developed skills to play in this challenge.   
Type of Play:  This is a 4 on 4 co-ed challenge.  At least one woman must be on your team and has to play in every game.  

This is a Round Robin challenge.  Number of matches depends on number of teams registered.
Program will be canceled if minimum number of teams is not met. All checks will be held until we reach the minimum amount of teams required.

All matches will be scheduled on Wednesday nights at 6:00, 7:00 and 8:00 p.m.  If there is a rain cancellation you can work with the other team to reschedule any day that week.  Team captains names and emails will be shared.  
A match is the best two out of three games.  

Play is to 25 points only.  First to 25 wins.

We will be rally scoring.

Hitting the net on serve is legal.  

Serve must be returned by a bump only.  No setting or attacking the serve.

If two or more people contact the ball simultaneously, it is considered one play and the players involved may not participate in the next play.

No carrying, palming or throwing the ball.

When blocking a ball which is in the opponents court but is being returned, the blocker must not contact the ball until after the opponent who is attempting to return the ball, makes contact with the ball.  Except to block the third play.
No blocks or spikes behind the 10’ line.  You will have to use your best judgment on this.

Other basic rules apply:

No touching the net, not crossing the line on serve, etc.  

Team with most number of wins, wins the Challenge.

In case of a tie, we will have a play off.  The two teams play the best out of 5 games. 

Awards given to the winning team.  You cannot have more than 6 people registered on your team.

Team Captain must email me the results of your games each week.

Play fair and re-do a play if a conflict cannot be resolved.  This is for FUN!!!
